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Required and Suggested Resources: An Annotated Theological Bibliography

The following bibliography is intended as a starting point for further study. It is not intended to be exhaustive; nor is it necessarily any kind of endorsement of all the works listed here as a whole. Resources have been given which have some significant merit in discussing the nature, interpretation, and relationship of the Scriptures. The following abbreviations are included, when appropriate, to give basic information about the works cited, when it is available.

({A} = Anglican, {L}= Lutheran, {C}= Roman Catholic, {O}= Eastern Orthodox, {P}=Protestant, {J}= Jewish)

{B}= Basic or Introductory level, {I} = Intermediate level, {S} = Advanced scholarly work
Please note that the levels in red are not simply a note of the reader’s required proficiency, but also may indicate that certain works would be of interest to readers of that level. 

Works which are of the first order, and which are suggested as required texts, or which should be purchased for a pastor’s library because of their great intrinsic value, are prefixed by an asterisk. Again, the fact that a work appears on this list should not be taken to be a wholesale endorsement of its entire content, but simply to say that there is something of value in the work. Some of these materials need to be used very carefully.  But if we insist only on completely orthodox materials from those who agree with us on all points, we will have a very short list, so works from all kinds of backgrounds which have merit are included.

Baker Book House, 1981. {A} {B-S} This set, originally published between 1871 and 1881, represented the best scholarship from Anglican scholars (mostly bishops) at that time. It is characterized by a serious commitment to the inspiration and applicability of the texts as Holy Scripture. While obviously dated, it remains a very useful resource from an Anglican perspective, and has some very perceptive linguistic and theological analysis. Some parts of this commentary are available separately, often for as little as a penny on Amazon, some volumes were also incorporated into Barnes Notes, and the set may also be available in some Bible study software packages, as well as in used bookstores. It has some helpful elements, but is biased toward typical Protestant views, and is rather dated. It is still a helpful resource if one can obtain it cheaply. Once two volumes, it has been re-issued in a single volume.  

Hawthorne, Gerald and Ralph Martin, Eds. Dictionary of Paul and His Letters. Intervarsity Press, 1992. {P} {I} A fine reference work, from an Evangelical Protestant perspective, with some important information. The whole series (The IVP Bible Dictionary Series) can be quite helpful, especially for those on a limited budget for reference works.  
House, H. Wayne. Chronological and Background Charts of the New Testament. Academie Books, 1981.  {P} {B}This are generally a helpful resource, though the Protestant bias, or even more specifically Baptist, type of view sometimes spoils the presentations on a some subjects.

Eerdmans Pub Co., 1977. {I-S} This was, for many years, the standard in-depth resource in English. It suffers from an over-dependence on etymology, and is somewhat dated, but is still a massive resources. A one volume abridged version, eliminating treatment of comparisons with all the extra-biblical material, was published in 1985.

The Brown-Driver-Briggs Hebrew and English Lexicon: With an Appendix Containing the Biblical Aramaic: Coded With the Numbering System from Strong's Exhaustive Concordance of the Bible, and the Thayer's Greek-English Lexicon of the New Testament: Coded With the Numbering System from Strong's Exhaustive Concordance of the Bible are both titles incorporated into numerous bible study websites. They are thus free for use. They are both dated resources, and limited in scope, but they are still valuable, especially considering the price.

Other Commentary Sets of Note:

More Scholarly Sets

The Apollos Old Testament Commentary and the Apollos New Testament Commentary (IVP). This series is similar to the Tyndale Series.

Baker Exegetical Commentary on the New Testament. Baker Academic.  Robert Yarbrough and Robert H. Stein   A recent set, with an “Evangelical” approach. 

Pillar New Testament Commentaries. D. A. Carson Gen. Ed.  Wm. B. Eerdmans Publ. Co. This 14 volume set has some very useful volumes, including Morris on Matthew. It is from a basic Evangelical perspective.
The New International Commentary on the New Testament and The New International Commentary on the Old Testament represent two important and helpful commentaries sets. They are two of the more comprehensive scholarly series from a conservative Evangelical perspective, though they tend toward Reformed perspectives.   Gordon Fee is the general editor of the NT series (F. F. Bruce used to be, before his death) and R. K. Harrison is the general editor of the OT series. A few of the NT volumes are now being completely redone by different authors.

New International Greek Testament Commentary. Edited by W. Ward Gasque and I. Howard Marshall. It tries to center on the meaning of the Greek text, doing so from an Evangelical Protestant perspective. 

More Critical Sets

Anchor Bible Commentaries. These vary from a somewhat critical to a very higher critical perspective. Te most useful volumes are those on the Gospels, those these are now getting pretty dated, and on a few of the OT books such as Ezekiel. 
Berit Olam series and the Sacra Pagina series. Liturgical Press. These two sets by modern Roman scholars vary in quality. Some give significant attention to literary message and design, and to other elements of the text. They can be very useful, but are not usually the best choices for one’s primary resources on the text. 
Black’s New Testament Commentaries. Reprinted by Baker Academic, this series is another which has volumes of varying quality. In this case, they are also composed over a significant amount of time. Some valuable old classics, including volumes by J. N. D. Kelly, are found here, as well as newer material such as James Dunn’s commentary on Galatians (with all the issues involved with the “New Perspective”).  
International Critical Commentary [new series]. T & T Clark. This was a major series, and even its very dated volumes in the old series are sometimes still useful. The materials on Romans and Matthew’s Gospel especially call for careful attention.  The material by James D. G. Dunn calls for the same cautions that surround all his work, which proposes some very significant changes in perspective on the role of the Law in the New Testament community (the “New Perspective” on Paul). This applies also to his work on Romans in the Word Biblical Commentary series. 

Old Testament Library. Westminster John Knox Press. These are mostly very critical. A few of the volumes are very valuable for the discerning user, especially the Exodus and Isaiah volumes by Brevard S. Childs.

More Popular Sets

Catholic Commentary on Sacred Scripture.  Published by Baker Academic, this is a newer series with volumes written by moderate Roman authors. It is a little light in content, but does try to carefully make connections in terms of the Church’s Liturgical Year, the Liturgy itself, and so on. 

The Daily Study Bible. The New Testament volumes are all by William Barclay. His treatments are left of center, theologically, in many cases, and the quality is not always even, but he is also often insightful, gives some important background in many cases, and frequently gives some helpful applications of the text. The OT volumes are written by different authors, generally in a moderately critical way, and are of very uneven quality. The material on Ezekiel 

by Peter C. Craigie, and the volumes on Kings and on Joshua, Judges and Ruth are the best volumes.

Tyndale Old Testament Commentaries and Tyndale New Testament Commentaries. Leon Morris is the General Editor for the NT, and D. J. Wiseman for the OT set. Wm. B. Eerdmans. This is a concise, workable introductory level tool.  Some of its older titles are now being replaced by new works by different authors.
The New Interpreter’s Bible.  Abingdon Press. This set gives general articles & introduction, commentary, & reflections for each book of the Bible, including the Apocryphal/Deuterocanonical books. It is fairly critical in approach.

N.T. Wright has a series _______for Everyone (Matthew for Everyone, Mark for Everyone, etc.). It is intended for popular use. It has all the strengths and weaknesses of Wright’s own approach. 

Word Biblical Commentary. This is a more recent set edited by David Hubbard and Glenn Barker. It has a very broadly understood Evangelical Protestant perspective, with great latitude for how the authors treat the texts. Treatments range from very conservative to quite critical, and some books are better than others. Some emphasize literary design, while others are very skimpy on this. The same is true for connections between the OT and NT (Christ).  Daniel is, for example, one of the least helpful volumes, while the two volumes on Genesis are definitely worth getting.  The volumes on Romans are very important, but need to be used acrefully, as they express Dunn’s “New Perspective” on Paul. 
Older Sets
C. F. Keil and Franz Delitzsch co-authored one of the classic sets, Commentary on the Old Testament. This ten volume set is dated, and often has untranslated material from Latin or the biblical languages, but continues to be reprinted and still has some excellent material.  


R. C. H. Lenski’s commentaries,  Commentary on the New Testament  (12 volumes) are still in print from Augsburg. They are from a specific kind of Lutheran perspective, focusing on the Greek text. Lenksi is very verbose, and virtually never disagrees with any position Luther took. These qualities often spoil its potential. Lenski also at times rejects objective justification, which is a problem all his own.  

H. C. Leupold was a Lutheran OT scholar who completed commentaries on Genesis, Psalms, Zechariah, Daniel, Ecclesiastes, and Isaiah. He is thoughtful and careful, though, like Lenski, he often interacts with Luther specifically (though not as sycophantically as Lenski). The material is dated, but still useful.

Patristic Sets


The Ancient Christian Commentary on Scripture series by Intervarsity Press. This set compiles comments from the church fathers on biblical texts in catena form. It has now given rise to several spin off series, including translations of whole commentaries from both Latin and Greek fathers (the two tracks of the Ancient Christian Texts series) and the Reformation Commentary on Scripture series, which is, of course, not patristic at all. 

The Church’s Bible by Eerdmans is doing something similar, but giving longer excerpts, to provide more context and development. It has been slow in coming out.

It follows the very important conclusion that the quotations of the OT in the NT do not take the OT verses quoted out of context, but depend, for their right understanding, precisely on understanding that original context.
